PROCEDURE FOﬁ REPLACEMENT OF BEVEL GEARS

The following tools will be necessary:

Screwdriver - medium Lug wrench

Water pump pliers Drift pin

7/16" Combination wrench Ball peen hammer

1/2" Combination wrench Large softfaced hammer

5/8" Combination wrench 15/16" Socket or combination
3/16" Allen wrench Small tube silicone

5/16" Allen wrench Grease gun

9/16" Combination wrench Bench vise

To remove leg from tractor follow instructions on page 49 of

the Owner's Manual. Place leg on workbench and proceed as
follows:

For ease of handling remove final drive assembly by
removing 4 - 3/8" allen screws. Now remove the two (2) bevel
gear cover studs. A drift pin will be required for this phase.

Next remove the bevel gear cover by tapping lightly
with a softfaced hammer. Clean all grease from gears.,

Now remove four (4) nuts that hold leg tube to swivel, It
will be necessary to tap on swivel with softfaced hammer to
separate the swivel from leg tube.

Now place drive pulley hub in vise and remove cotter
pin and 5/8" nut that holds bevel pinion gear on drive shaft,
(See pg. 46, Owner's Manual.)

Next place spur pinion gear in vise and remove cotter
pin and 5/8" nut that holds bevel gear,

Remove all shims.

Install new gears on shafts and tighten nuts. (Do not
install cotter pins at this time.)

Attach leg tube to swivel using two (2) nuts only. Check
gear mesh and backlash.

Remove swivel from leg tube and shim gears as required
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
